Architectural Specification


GRIPSET 51/DM SCREED
The liquid component shall be Gripset 51 bitumen rubber membrane supplied in 20ltr pails. The cementitious component shall be Gripset DM cementitious powder supplied in 18.5kg bags. When combined, forms a waterproof screed for re-falling substrates, removing ponding or protection boards.  Pails and bags shall bear the Gripset mark.

LAYING THE SCREED.

a) The screed shall be laid by licensed applicators using adequate equipment and methods and in accordance with this specification and recommendations laid down by the manufacturers. 

b) The contractor shall satisfy himself that the substrate is in suitable condition for laying the screed.  All loose areas, cracks, and contamination to be removed.  If an existing membrane is present, then ensure there is good adhesion of this membrane to the substrate.

c) Do not lay in wet or misty conditions, or where the threat of rain is imminent.  The surface temperature should be between 10-25 degrees C.  Check substrate is dry (has maximum moisture content of 15% at time of laying).

d) Prime  substrate using the Gripset GP primer ensuring good absorption into the substrate, and allow to dry. Install the Gripset RF fabric to all plywood joints (or cracks and construction joints in concrete), internal and external corners. Allow to dry.

e) Install the screed to manufacturer’s recommendations, mixing the screed 1 part Gripset 51 and 3 parts DM by volume.  Allow to settle for 3-5 minutes, lightly stir and install.  Work in manageable sections and begin installation where the screed will be the thickest.  

f) Once the screed has cured fully, prime with Gripset GP primer. Install the Gripset 38 System for tiles, or Gripset RD System for an exposed finish.
